Over 15 million Filipinos still have no access to electricity, according to a recent study by the World Bank and the
Australian Agency for International Development. Students are still relying on kerosene lanterns or candles to study
at night. Families spend as much as 30% of their income on kerosene which are unsafe, uneconomical, and pose
serious threats to health especially to women and children due to indoor air pollution.
